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While driving a motor vehicle in the early morning hours of May 9, 2007, Bl
R. Kl (Defendant) was stopped, arrested, and charged with Driving Under
the Influence of Alcohol (DUI). Prior to his arrest, field sobriety tests (field tests)
were administered. The Probable Cause Affidavit, which was stipulated into

evidence, stated that the Defendant performed poorly on these field tests.

. NHEEBEEEE who was present in the car with the Defendant when he was
stopped. witnessed the administration of the tests. She testified, in direct
contradiction to the probable cause affidavit, that the Defendant “seemed to

perform well” on the field sobriety tests.
